Forest to 30 metres in height. Occurs on gullies in relatively high rainfall areas. Distinguished by
tall trees and rich fern flora including tree ferns. Wet Forest does not occur on the Mornington
Peninsula due to insufficient rainfall.

Restricted to gullies on the main ridge east of Arthurs Seat,
on where mostly confined to southern and eastern slopes and
drainage lines.
